Since each colony was be-

ing governed independently 

they were not united.  

In 1763, a royal decree 

was issued that prohibited 

the colonists from establish-

ing or maintaining settle-

ments west of an imaginary 

line running down the crest 

of the Appalachian Moun-

tains.
